4. According to the university's policy effective from the 2017 academic year, all daytime undergraduate students (except for those in specific programs preparing
for national exams) must complete at least one specialized program from their department and one interdisciplinary learning program (options include "Double
Major," "Minor," "Interdisciplinary Program," "Specialized Program from ancther department,” or a "Minor {obtained by completing three professional courses




from a Specialized Program in another department)”) and meet the related graduation requirements to be eligible for graduation.
5. Students enrolled in internship programs must still complete all required credits for graduation to be eligible for graduation.
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
